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Shorewood Foundation Meeting Minutes

1. Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by President Boehm at 4:35 p.m.
2. Minutes of March 9, 2010 –  Director McCauley moved, seconded by Director Flaherty to approve the minutes as presented with the following changes:  Michael McCauley changed to Michael McCauley and Item 5di “. . placed in the Shorewood Today (not Foundation).  Motion carried.


3. Treasurer’s Report:  See attached Treasurer’s Report dated May 2010.

Director Golvach asked that the Board recognize Mike and Barb Schulte as members of the President’s Club and acknowledge their early contribution.
4. Ad Hoc Committee Reports:
a. Planned giving Update

i. President’s Club recognition event at Diane Buck’s, 3559 N. Summit

ii. The Shorewood Today included an article on the newly formed President’s Club.  The next article will acknowledge the current members.

iii. Acknowledge the early donation of Mike and Barb Schulte

b. Public Art Committee Report – Grand Opening event is Saturday, June 5 from 10 to 5 pm. (artists from 11 to 1).  Note cards and brochures being developed.  Auction at Hubbard Lodge on Sunday, August 29.  View the benches at shorewoodwi.com (BID website).  Will also have a link from the Shorewood Foundation website.
5. Standing Committee Reports
a. Audit/Finance Committee Report 
i. Director Krieger presented the “unqualified” 2009 audit report of the Shorewood  Foundation from Ritz Holman (see handout).  Note that “unqualified” is a very good status.  It was noted that there were some changes to the reporting requirements for non-profit foundations and that these changes were incorporated into the audit document.  Director Kurtz and Benway indicated a desire to review the audit, in light of the changes/updates, before voting.  The matter was deferred  until the July meeting.  However, it was noted that the tax returns needs to be filed by May 15, 2010 and that this would take place despite the fact that the audit report was not approved at this meeting.

It was requested that in the future the Audit Committee meet to review the audit report prior to the Foundation board meeting in the future.

ii. Conflict of Interest Forms – Director Krieger distributed Conflict of Interest forms to the Director’s who were present for their signature.  The director’s signed and submitted the Conflict of Interest forms.  Director Krieger will obtain signed forms from those directors who were not present. 
b. Special Events Committee – Director McCauley noted that the Foundation’s annual dinner is scheduled for Saturday, November 6 at Hubbard Park Lodge.     -  The new owner, Russ Davis, will continue to support the Foundation’s effort.   -  The invitation will again go out to the general public.  
-  Director McCauley is looking for table captains.  
-  Director Fraser has oversight over the auction.  A suggestion was a possible wine pull as an auction item.  Directors were asked to donate at least 2 bottles of wine each for this event.  It was noted that the wine should be of good quality.     Director Fraser was encouraged to reach out to other stores, i.e. Wicks, Ottos, etc.  She will also provide a letter for the directors’ to use as they start requesting auction items. Director Fraser also asked for donations or recommendations of “experiences” to auction on November 6.  Please direct all suggestions to her for follow up.
- Diane to send list of donors (2009) to Director McCauley who will in turn compile a list and forward it to the directors requesting that they add at least 5 to 10 names to the list to receive an invitation to the dinner.  

c. Public Relations/Development Committee Report 

i. A half page ‘THANK YOU” ad to 2009 donors was printed in the July Shorewood Today.

ii. While the press release about the President’s Club was sent to the media, it was not picked up.  However, it will become a practice for news releases about Foundation activities/events to go out to the media.

iii. 4th of July – need Directors to help at this event.  Directors Boehm and Flaherty have already committed.  Director Fraser has oversight over the signage for Atwater Park fireworks. 

iv. Directors Boehm and Krieger are working to update the website.  Send any suggestions for content to Michelle or Pat.

d. Grants Committee Report

i. Hubbard Park Concerts- $1,250.  Motion by Director Benway and seconded by Director Nelsen to approve the grant request from the Shorewood Business Improvement District for $1,250 to be a co-presenting sponsor, along with North Shore Bank, for the Hubbard Park Concert series (July 1, July 22 and August 12).  Motion approved unanimously.

ii. SHS Technology - $3000/$6596.  Motion by Director Benway and seconded by Director Lizdas to approve the grant request from Shorewood High School in the amount of up to $3,000.  Motion approved unanimously.  

iii. Plensa Sculpture Lighting and Landscaping - $3,750/$7,500.  Director Flaherty had conversation with Public Art Committee Chair Dick Eschner regarding other possible sponsors.  It was recommended that the Shorewood Men’s Club be approached.  Director Nelsen moved, seconded by Director Benway to “approve the grant request for the Plensa sculpture lighting and landscaping in the amount of $3,750 based on a matching grant from the Shorewood Men’s Club.”

After some discussion, the motion was amended to “approve the grant request for the Plensa sculpture lighting and landscaping in the amount of $3,750 based on matching funds from any another organization by the time of the next SF meeting (July 13).”  
iv. BID Bike Races - $1000-$4000.  It was noted that earlier this year, the BID inquired about the Foundation’s willingness to continue sponsoring the bike races.  At that time, it was stated that the Foundation would be willing to support the Public Art Project, but more than likely not the bike race.  The Grant Committee did not recommend the grant request.

Director McCauley moved, seconded by Director Benway to accept the recommendation of the Grant Committee to not approve the grant request.  Motion carried unanimously

v. DPW Request for Solar Waste Containers - $4000.     Motion by Director Flaherty, seconded by Director Lizdas to deny the grant request because it was not consistent with the mission of the Foundation.  Garbage collection is a responsibility of the Village of Shorewood.   Note:  Request was received late (day before meeting), however, it was discussed by the full board so that the DPW could find an alternate solution prior to the next Foundation meeting in July.
It was stated that we should remind grant recipients of the need to recognize the Shorewood Foundation for funds granted.  It was noted that there were several missed opportunities last year when organizations failed to recognize the Shorewood Foundation’s gift either in writing or verbally.

e. Nominating, Bylaws and Recruitment Committee Report
i. Update of Committee Names – It was determined that the Foundation will keep the new names proposed at the March 9 meeting.  There is no need to change it on any official papers.

ii. Election of Directors – Motion by Director McCauley, seconded by Director Nelsen to approve the election of directors as presented.

Articles of Incorporation – Director Kurtz moved and Director Benway seconded to “resolve that the Articles of Incorporation of the Shorewood Foundation, Inc. be and hereby are amended and restated as set forth in the copy of the same appended to these minutes and incorporated herein by this reference.  The officers of the Corporation are authorized and directed to take all actions necessary or appropriate to file such restated Articles promptly with the State Department of Financial Institutions.”  Director Kurtz will file updated articles before the next Foundation meeting on July 13.  Motion unanimously approved.

7. New Business

a. Consideration of Benjamin Fund Grant to Senior Resource Center – The Senior Resource Center (through the Village Manager) requested that the annual meeting to consider reimbursement from the Benjamin Fund be moved from July to September.

9. Adjournment – Motion by President Boehm, seconded by Director Krieger to adjourn the meeting at 6:00 p.m.  Motion unanimously carried.
