1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 4:32 p.m. by President Madlom.
2. Minutes of September 11, 2008 -  Director Flaherty moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Director Benway.  Motion approved unanimously.
3. Treasurer’s Report    See attached Treasurer’s Reported dated November 11, 2008.  Notable – Benjamin Fund account declined in value due to stock market declines.
4. Standing Committee Reports.

a. Audit/Finance – No report.  
b. Public Relations Outreach – See report dated November 11, 2008 which summarizes the outreach events to date. 
Decals (window clings) approved at the September meeting were purchased for under the allotted budget. Winter appeal letters will be signed at the end today’s meeting for distribution before Thanksgiving. 
c. Grants Committee  – There were no requests to consider.  It is anticipated that Friends of Atwater Beach (FAB) will be coming with a request in the new year, as will the Parks Commission.

There was also discussion regarding the donor plaque in the rear lobby of the 1st floor of Village Hall.  The board decided to leave it as it is. It will remain up to commemorate gifts made when the organization was still SCIF, but will not be updated to reflect new donations to the Shorewood Foundation.
d. Development Committee – The annual dinner at Hubbard Lodge was a tremendous success.  A total of 123 people attended (all paid).  Expenses totaled $3,146 with net proceeds of approximately $13,000.  The committee met to review the process and provide recommendations for next year.  The next fundraiser is scheduled for Saturday, November 7, 2009. 

The committee will continue to discuss the use of table captain vs. open invitation as there were some people who inquired why they weren’t invited and some who were invited in previous years and weren’t invited this year.  This is a problem as seating is limited.  May perhaps do a little of both.  Other ideas:  ad in Shorewood Today  to go to Shorewood Foundation web to sign up on a first come, first attend basis or insert in annual appeal letter.

e. Planned Giving Committee – The Committee (Lucia Petrie, Mike Schulte, and Diane Buck) met.  Director Petrie provided copies of a draft letter for review, revision, comments from board.  They decided to hold off on any outreach until the new year. Director Petrie will revise the letter based on comments received.
f. Nominating Committee – 
i. Election of Directors – Andrea Golvach application was reviewed.  She is being considered to fill the vacancy of Director Frank who also serves as the Foundation’s treasurer.  Motion by Director Benway to approve nomination of Andrea Golvach to fill the vacancy due to Director Frank’s resignation and to also fill the Treasurer position currently held by Director Frank.  Director Lizdas seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
ii. Election of New Treasurer –See motion in 4Fi.
iii. Resolution of Appreciation for Outgoing Directors/Officers – Although Spencer Frank will be working with the Foundation in transitioning the Treasurer duties over to Director Golvach, the Board thanked Spencer for his dedication to the Board and the community.  Motion by Director Kurtz; seconded by Director Langenkamp to approve the resolution.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Old Business – Director Madlom has officially moved out of the Village of Shorewood.  Accepting self-nominations for the presidency position.
