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MEETING MINUTES

May 12, 2009

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by President Madlom.
2. Minutes of March 10, 2009 -  Director Golvach moved, seconded by Director Benway to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
3. Treasurer’s Report    See attached Treasurer’s Report dated May 12, 2009.  There was some discussion about the total funds available for grants.  The amount will be confirmed.  Directors requested that the Treasurer’s Report be e-mailed to members a few days prior to the meeting so that they will have time to review in advance and formulate questions.  It was agreed that Directors Golvach and Krieger will take care of this.
4. Standing Committee Reports.  
a. Audit/Finance – 
i. Annual Audit - Distributed annual audit document.  (See attached.)
ii. Conflict of Interest Forms – Director Krieger distributed and collected these forms which are required to be completed by all directors annually.
b. Public Relations Outreach – See report dated May 12, 2009 which summarizes upcoming outreach efforts.
i. Library Display & Bookmarks -  Director Fraser will put up the display at the library which will run during the month of June.
ii. Ads in Shorewood Today – Foundation has two ads (the annual dinner and the 4th of July/fireworks)
iii. Butterflies in Flight Update – A total of 30 butterfly forms were ordered and sold to area business/community groups.  The official opening display is scheduled on Saturday, June 20.  See attachment for remaining timeline of events.  Foundation looking for a home for their sponsored butterfly.
iv. 4th of July Outreach – Director Lizdas will e-mail members regarding volunteering on the 4th

c. Grants Committee   
i. Friends of Atwater Beach -  $7,000 – Director Kurtz moved, seconded by Director Langenkamp to approve the grant request from Friends of Atwater Beach in the amount of $7,000.  Motion unanimously approved.
ii. Shorewood School District Website, $10-15,000 – Two different requests were received.  Questions arose regarding the estimated cost of developing the website and whether other “school related” groups (PTOs, SEED, etc.) were asked to contribute.  It was subsequently determined to place this request on hold.
iii. Ten Gardens Tour – This request was withdrawn as the funds are “pass through” funds and do not require a grant request.  Discussion about how to “pass” the funds along ensued.  It was determined that the funds would be provided to the Village for payment of invoices incurred by the Ten Gardens Tour.

iv. Shorewood Parks Commission River Park Project - $5,000 – After discussion, it was noted that the request was reduced to $4,000.  Director Langenkamp moved, Director Fraser seconded to approve the grant request from the Parks Commission in the amount of $4,000.  Motion unanimously approved.
v. Alliance Francaise Marketing Campaign – This grant was not recommended for approval.  Director Benway moved, seconded by Director Langenkamp not to approve the grant request of Alliance Francaise.  Motion unanimously approved.

NOTE:  Directors Golvach, Schill and Zion left after this vote.

d. Development Committee  - Dinner plans are getting underway soon.  The dinner was opened up to the entire community through invitation in the Shorewood Today magazine.  
e. Nominating,  Recruitment and Bylaws Committee – 
i. Election of Directors – Director Langenkamp moved, seconded by Director Kurtz to approve the election of new directors and the slate of officers as presented in the Nominating Committee Report.  (See attached Nominating Committee Report for the complete list of new officers and directors.)   Motion unanimously approved.

Directors Nelsen and Spahn were welcomed to the Board.  NOTE:  Director Nelsen had already left the meeting due to a prior scheduling conflict.
ii. Election of Officers –See motion above.

The Nominating Committee was asked to track the years a member serves in one position as an officer since the bylaws stated not more than three years.
iii. Resolution of Appreciation for Outgoing Directors/Officers – The Board thanked Directors Schill and Madlom for their years of dedicated service to the Board.
