Shorewood Foundation Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, March 9, 2010

4:30 p.m. – Village Hall Committee Room

1. Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by President Boehm at 4:35 p.m.
2. Minutes of January 11, 2010 –  Director Benway moved, seconded by Director Langenkamp  to approve the minutes with the following amendments:  Under Item 5cii, J.H. voted yes both times); also include names of those absent from the meeting.  Motion carried.


3. Treasurer’s Report:  See attached Treasurer’s Report dated March 2010.

Director Kurtz recommended that the Foundation explore a less expensive way, other than PayPal, to accept credit card payments.  He thought that M&I may have a mechanism we could use.
4. Update of Committee Names and Participants – See handout
President Boehm prepared a report recommending changing the names of committees to better reflect the duties, in particular the PR/ Development/ Special Events/ Fundraising.  Some of the directors felt that the duties overlapped and that a name change was not necessary – just switch the tasks/projects to the most appropriate committee.  This was tabled until the May meeting.
There is one opening (Director Kurtz) in May 2010.  We are still looking for recommendations.  Please forward to President Boehm

5. Standing Committee Reports:

a. Audit/Finance Committee Report – Director Krieger met with M&I (see report).  The audit was not complete due to staff illness at Ritz Holman.  Should be available for the May meeting. 
b. Special Events Committee Report – Director Fraser announced that the annual dinner is scheduled for Saturday, November 6 at Hubbard Park Lodge.  It was suggested that perhaps future annual dinners can be scheduled for a time other than November as it seems to conflict with donations via the annual appeal letter which is mailed in early to mid November.  

c. Planned Giving Update – New members Bob and Karen Dean

d. Public Relations/Development Report

i. List of 2009 donors will be placed in the Shorewood Foundation – April 2010 edition.  A Planned Giving article will also be in the April edition.
ii. Shorewood merchandise list is still being discussed/developed.  It may boil down to one or two signature items.

e. Grants Committee Report
i. Standing Grants

1. Motion made by Director Flaherty, seconded by Director Benway to approve the four (4) standing grants as follows:  SHS Scholarship – 2 x $1000; Shorewood Concert Band - $1000; SHS Post Prom - $400; and Fireworks – 4 years at $10,000/year (2010-2013); and the Grad Grams - ~$75.  Motion carried.

ii. Atwater Beach Lifeguard Stand Update - $3,185
Motion by director Flaherty, seconded by Director Benway to approve the $3,185 to Friends of Atwater Beach (FAB) to purchase two (2) lifeguard stands and miscellaneous equipment.  Nays: H.K.  Motion carried.
f. Public Art Committee Report
Director Flaherty met with Dick Eschner, chair of the Public Art Committee regarding their request.  Additional information was requested to clarify some information.  This item was postponed until the May meeting.

6. Old Business

a. Articles of Incorporation to be distributed and reviewed prior to 05/11/10 meeting for a vote at that time
Director Kurtz has updated the Articles of Incorporation so that it is a pristine document.  It was reviewed by the Bylaws Committee and will be presented to the entire Board at the May meeting.
7. New Business

a. Shorewood School Partnership Request -$6,000
The School District wants to hire a consultant to help them determine how/if the various fundraising efforts being conducted by various school groups can be positioned under one umbrella and expanded to include outreach to alumni.  It was felt that the Foundation should not be a major supporter of this endeavor.  It is clearly a school effort and that SEED should be the major supporter/funder of the project.

Director Zion moved and Director Nelsen seconded, to approve the recommendation of the Grants Committee to approve $1000 for the Shorewood School Partnership project.  Nays - R.B., M.B.  Motion carried.

b. Shorewood BID, Lighting for Capitol Drive.
The Shorewood BID is requesting $4000 to purchase holiday lights for the light poles on Capitol Drive.  This would make the lighting uniform throughout the Business District.  Some felt that the Foundation had sufficiently supported the holiday lighting by granting the last two requests of ($______ and $_______)

Director Flaherty moved, seconded by Director Lizdas to approve the Grant Committee’s recommendation that we authorize $4000 for holiday lighting for Capitol Drive.   Nays – V.L., K.S., K.F., G.Z, M.N.  Motion carried.
c. The Shorewood Foundation will again be sponsoring a piece of the Public Art project.  Director Flaherty will collect $20 from each member to cover the cost of the art piece.

d. Website Maintenance – the website needs to be moved from former Director Madlom’s credit card.  Director Krieger will investigate the possibility of obtaining a credit card too pay for website maintenance.

8. Date of Next Regular Meeting – Tuesday, May 11, 2010

9. Adjournment – Motion by President Boehm, seconded by Director Krieger to adjourn the meeting at 5:40 p.m.  Motion carried.
