1. Call to Order. The meeting was called to order by President Boehm at 4:35 P.M.

2. Approval of Minutes.  Director Benway moved to approve the minutes of July 13, Director Langenkamp seconded with the following corrections – Langenkamp not Langekamp and May not Ma7.  Motion unanimously approved.

Director Langenkamp moved, seconded by Director Benway to approve the minutes of the September 11 meeting.  Motion unanimously approved.

3. Treasurer’s Report.  See attached Treasurer’s Report dated November 2010.


4. Ad Hoc Committee Reports

a. Public Art Committee Report – Correspondence from Jim Plaisted requesting that the BID be “paid” $3500 for managing the public art event.  The BID staff person (Barb Caprile) spent an inordinate amount of time coordinating the event, moving benches, dealing with the artists and the businesses, the auction, etc.  Director Petrie moved, seconded by Director McCauley to approve the $3500 for the BID.  Motion unanimously approved.

It was determined that for future public art endeavors that discussion take place with the BID.

5. Standing Committee Reports

a. Audit/Finance Committee Report – Nothing new to report.  The Committee is soliciting a new Treasurer.  Several applications have been provided to Scott Jonas (with whom many of the directors are familiar).

b. Grants Committee Report

i. SIS Smart Boards – Director Benway moved, seconded by Director Langenkamp to approve SIS request for $7500 to help fund the purchase of 10 Smart Boards.  Motion unanimously approved.

ii. D2D Seats – President Boehm suggested that the Foundation consider purchasing 2 to 4 benches.  Discussion ensued regarding the process of handling request – Foundation driven requests vs. community driver; discussion and recommendation by the Grants Committee vs. full Board discussion.  
Recommendation was by Director Nelsen to reallocate up to $2000 to the Public Relations & Outreach Committee for purchasing benches for D2D fundraiser as part of the Foundation’s outreach efforts.

Motion made by Director Boehm to purchase 4 seats in the amount of $2,000 from D2D, seconded by Director Langenkamp.  Tie vote (6-6).  Motion failed.  This matter was tabled and referred to the Public Relations & Outreach Committee to bring back to the January 11, 2011 meeting.
It was requested that the Public Relations & Outreach Committee investigate what recognition was received for the $50,000 already donated to D2D.

c. Special Events Committee Report

i. Annual Dinner Recap – raised ~ $9200 net from the dinner; the auction raised ~$5900.  Total $15,000.  Kudos to Hubbard Park Lodge – great food, great service, great people.  Next year’s date more than likely – Saturday, November 12, 2011 (Badgers vs. Purdue is Saturday, November 5).

d. Public Relations/Development Report

i. New Shorewood Foundation Brochure – the brochure was distributed to members.  Only 350 copies made since the Directors names will be changing.  Copies will also be included in the marketing materials (Walking Kits) distributed at Village Hall.
ii. Shorewood Today advertisement in Fall issue – The Foundation had a ½ page ad in the magazine highlighting the Foundation’s accomplishments.
iii. Donor List Management – Director Pardini will now handle the management of the donor list.

iv. Annual appeal “card” signing after today’s meeting.

6. Old Business

a. There are a few of the bench note cards remaining.  They will be given to Village Hall for distribution to staff and others.
