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Shorewood Foundation Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, January 10, 2012
4:30 p.m. – Village Hall Committee Room

1. Call to Order. The meeting was called to order by President Boehm at 4:35 P.M.

2. Approval of Minutes.  There were no minutes to approve.  They will be reviewed at the next meeting. 

3. Treasurer’s Report.  See attached Treasurer’s Report dated January 2012.    Director Dresang introduced Terry Rice (new accountant) to the Board.  Mr. Rice asked some questions about the Treasurer’s Report format in order to clarify the Board’s needs.  It was determined that this format was very useful to the members and that no changes would be made at this time.   

4. Standing Committee Reports

a. Audit/Finance Committee Report

i. Donation from Dick and Carol Eschner – The Eschners forwarded a restricted donation in the amount of $300 for use toward the Sculpture Maintenance in particular for a plaque.  The Shorewood Foundation’s policy is to approve the acceptance of any restricted funds.  Motion made by Director Rapkin, seconded by Director Nelsen to accept the donation and to place it in the already existing Sculpture Maintenance Account line item.  Motion unanimously approved.

As a second note, the Shorewood Foundation received a check from the Carol Habeck (Habeck Trust) in the amount of $24,000.  Once again, it was determined that Ms. Habeck did not use all of the income from the trust and she has donated the excess to the Shorewood Foundation.
b. Grants Committee Report

i. Grant Requests –   There were no new grant requests this period.  

c. Special Events Committee Report

i. Annual Dinner  - The date for this annual event in 2012 is November 3.  It has been determined that there is no Badger game, no hunting – it should be a good weekend.  One concern, is that due to the date (it is a high volume wedding time for Russ Davis), the Shorewood Foundation will not receive such a steep discount on the food.

d. Public Relations/Development

i. It was determined that the annual appeal list should be updated this time around.

The “thank you” ad will run in the May issue of the Shorewood Today at no cost, if the Shorewood Foundation chooses to sponsor the Public Art event (see below)

e. Public Art Sponsorship

See attached proposal.

Barb Caprile made a presentation on behalf of the Shorewood Marketing Committee.  The Committee is requesting that the Foundation sponsor a public art event for 2012.  The proposal is similar to those sponsorships in 2009 and 2010.  Some highlights and issues:

· # of pieces (35)

· Theme “I Love  Shorewood” heart shaped base

· Guaranteed spot on The Morning Blend

· On-Line ads on Shorewoodnow.com

· Shorewood Foundation member involved in the auction process

· One or two pieces for the Shorewood Foundation to raffle off

· Shorewood Foundation receives one “heart” form at no cost

· One of the driving forces behind this is the Public Art Committee.  Since the Committee does not have the ability to raise funds, it was felt that this Public Art Event could raise funds for the Shorewood Foundation of which a portion of the proceeds could be used to support public art projects in the Village.

· Auction in September instead of August to bring in more people

· Storage of the items is an issue

The Marketing Committee needs  a commitment by the end of the month in order to stay on schedule of ordering/receiving the forms, etc.

Some of the concerns raised by Board members include concerns about the form shape, is a heart sellable; must have input into the auction process; need Foundation members to commit to assisting, especially on the day of the auction.  Must haves:  on-line bidding, input from board on the auction.

Director McCauley moved, seconded by Director Dresang to approve the Shorewood Marketing Committee’s request that the Shorewood Foundation sponsor the “I Love Shorewood” public art event with the contingencies that 1) the Shorewood Foundation has input into the process, especially the auction and 2) that on-line bidding option is available.  Motion approved; 1 dissenting vote.
