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Shorewood Foundation Meeting Minutes

1. Call to Order. The meeting was called to order by President Boehm at 4:35 P.M.

2. Approval of Minutes.  Motion made by Director Benway, seconded by Director Frederick to approve the March 13, 2012 minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. Treasurer’s Report.  See attached Treasurer’s Report dated March 2012.    Discussion regarding North Shore Bank Money Market Account funds.  Are they part of the Benjamin Fund dollars?  The Finance Committee will review and report back to the Board at the July meeting.

· There was discussion about the PayPal account and whether the Foundation is receiving the non-profit fee rate.  The Finance Committee will investigate and report back to the Board at the July meeting. 

· Finance Committee to confirm process for making sure PayPal donations are processed and accounted for each month.  Also to make sure that PR/Development is notified so that the on-line donors receive a donor acknowledgement letter.
· Fireworks contract  - How long is it?  Believe it is good through 2013.  Michelle will provide a copy.

· Directors Jonas and Dresang will review the Treasurer’s Reports and provide a final number of funds available for grants prior to next meeting on July 10.

· Confirmed that the Shorewood Foundation’s fiscal year is a calendar fiscal year.  There is a lot of paperwork involved if the fiscal is changed to May - April.  Plan to recommend and approve annual budget at the January meetings.

4. Standing Committee Reports

a. Audit/Finance Committee Report

i. Routine budget items include:  Fireworks contract ($10,000); SHS Scholarships ($2,000), Post-Prom ($400), Concert Band ($1,000) and Annual Appeal ($1,000).  A budget proposal will be prepared for the January 2013 annual meeting.  Each committee chair should provide Directors Dresang and Jonas with any annual items they want to include in the budget, i.e. annual appeal, annual dinner costs, etc. 

b. Grants Committee Report

i. Shorewood Police Department Cross Walk Signs - $1,600

ii. Friends of Atwater Beach Playground Equipment - $50,000

iii. Lake Bluff School Cafetorium Sound System - $3,100

iv. Shorewood Concert Band - $1,000 (received late - not on the agenda)

All grant requests were tabled pending final determination of funds available for the fulfilling grant requests.   Once the available fund amount has been determined, the Shorewood Foundation Grants Committee will review the requests again and make final recommendations on the above grants.  An on-line vote will then be taken.

c. Special Events Committee Report

i. Annual Dinner  - Nothing new to report.  The date for this annual event in 2012 is November 3.  
d. Public Relations/Development

i. Shorewood “Thank You” Ad – A full page “thank you” ad in the May Shorewood Today magazine containing the names of all donors from 2011 through March 2012.

ii. July 4 Parade Planning – Director Lizdas is looking at the “give away” items for this year’s parade (perhaps pencils again).  Need to order more than last year.  Need to confirm location of signs for the parade.  Need volunteers to march with the sign in the parade.

e. Public Art Committee Report
(See combined “I Love Shorewood” and “Summer Sounds” report.)  Still need a couple of sponsors for the “hearts”.  Each heart is $295.  Note cards will be produced for sale.  There is still some concern from businesses about whether this project funnels people into the business as opposed to “pass by” the business.  This may be addressed by having some type of contest, where the entry forms are dropped off inside the business. 

Summer Sounds Concert Series – A total of 10 concerts scheduled.  Shorewood Foundation usually has a table at the concerts.  Looking for volunteers. (
