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Guidelines for Grant Applications

The Shorewood Foundation was conceived and organized for the purpose of affording a means by which Shorewood residents and friends could aid the community in its efforts to maintain high quality institutions, facilities and services and provide programs and projects which will contribute to and enhance the viable and progressive character and wholesome environment of the community.
Grant Policies

Programs or projects should be based on some of the following criteria:
· The program/project should be devoted to charitable, educational or public purposes which benefit the residents or people working in Shorewood.  

· The mission and purpose of the project should have a current and proven public need for people living and or working in Shorewood.  
· Programs or projects should demonstrate strong community support for their organization including local residents.  
· Give credit and acknowledgement to the Shorewood Foundation.  Guarantee and agree that a notice will be included in its announcements and other appropriate materials stating that “this activity/event/organization is supported by a Grant from the Shorewood Foundation”.

· The project is reasonable, feasible and has well-defined goals.

· The project has the potential for long-term impact on the Shorewood community and its residents.  
· Funded organizations must be well run and financially sound. The Foundation can not provide grants to individuals.
· Be sponsored and supported by a non-profit organization exempt from Federal taxes under Section 501 (c)(3).
Proposals which fall within the following categories may receive low priority.  
· Projects/Programs which provide municipal personnel or salary costs.
· Projects/programs which are normally supported as budgetary items through tax dollars.
· Projects/programs which are unsupported by Shorewood Village Board, Shorewood schools or other Shorewood groups or organizations.
· Are of a long-term nature without continuing means of support.
Applications submitted by the 15th day of even months (February, April, etc.) will be considered at the following board meeting, held on the second Tuesday of odd months (January, March, etc.).
